KWC LATE PICK-UP POLICY 

 

In order to honor our staff’s time, KWC will implement a late pick-
up fee for perpetual lateness  and/or lateness without 
notification.   
• After first time, we understand! We’re all human 
• If you are late for a 2nd time, you will receive a phone call and/or 

email with written warning.  
• If you are late for a 3rd time (and every time after) you will be 

charged a flat fee of $35.  
 
A qualified staff member will remain with your child until an 
authorized individual arrives to pick up your child.  No discussion 
of the issue will take place with anyone except the parent/guardian 
and never with the child. 
 
Fees will be added to your account and you will receive an invoice  
prior to being charged.
